History: Funding

TRANSPORTATION

Transportation Enhancements
* Federal Program for bike/ped infrastructure and safety programs

e 2008: 3 million available for bicycle and pedestrian projects
* 80/20 match

Safe Routes to School
* Federal Program uses 5 E’s to promote walking/biking for kids
e 2008: 1.6 million available in funding
* 100% federally funded, no match required

National Highway Traffic Safety Administration

e 2007: 521,325 spent on public information, education, and bike
helmets

Bike/Ped Grant Program: Needs

TRANSPORTATION

* Average S5million per year for Metropolitan
bicycle and pedestrian needs

* Average $6.5 million unfunded in Rural trail
applications for Transportation Enhancement
funds



Bike/Ped Grant Program: Funding

Possible Program:

* Funding for the construction of bicycle and
pedestrian facilities

* 50% State funding, 50% match

Four Typical Scenarios for Accommodation

1. Accommodate an existing bicycle and pedestrian
movement that is eliminated by a project

2. Accommodate a non-existing bicycle and pedestrian
movement that assists with current needs

3. Accommodate future bicycle and pedestrian
movement

4. There are also times when bicycle and pedestrian
transportation cannot be accommodated
